Resetting Lock to Factory Default

When lock is reset to factory defaults, all PIN codes, including the Master PIN code, are deleted 
and all programming features are reset to original default settings (see Factory Settings).

IMPORTANT: The Reset Button is located on Interior 
Escutcheon. The keypad remains assembled.

Upon reset, Master PIN Code creation is the only option available and must be performed prior to 
any other programming of the lock.
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Definitions
