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PREPARE DOOR AND FRAME:
1. Determine maximum opening angle.

2. Determine door hand (LH or RH).
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INSTALL CLOSER AND ARM:
% 1. Attach closer body to door.
Sweep & latch valves point away from hinges.
2. Attach PA bracket to bottom of frame soffit.

3. Rotate closer spindle 45°

towards hinge / pivot.
4. Install main arm parallel to door
face, pointing away from hinge or pivot.
Secure main arm to closer spindle.
Remove foot from connecting arm
and install arm onto PA bracket.

MAIN

8. Open door slightly and slide
connecting arm into
adjustment arm.

9. Close door.

10. Rotate main arm until it is
approximately parallel to door.

11. Tighten arm screw or bolt.

ADJUST SPRING POWER:
1. Use 4 mm hex key provided to adjust to size on chart.

Clockwise (CW) turns increase spring power (+).
Counter-clockwise (CCW) turns decrease spring power (-).
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5300/5500 Series closers can be adjusted to meet

ADA Barrier Free (BF) applications. Compliance with ADA/BF
requirements may result with door not fully closing and latching.
Check with local AHJ. Closer size may vary due to site conditions.

5. Adjust (optional) DELAYED ACTION (closing max.°- 70°);
Provides additional hesitation for access (ADA/BF) through door.
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OPTIONAL HOLD OPEN ARM:

Important: Do not use arm as limiting
stop, separate dead stop is required.
Friction HO arm is not recommended

NUT UP
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for doors frequently operated in/out ﬁ @EX}I_\L/_MS
of hold open NUT DOWN

1. Install hold-open foot/nut.
Left Hand (LH) door = Nut points down.
Right Hand (RH) door = Nut points up.
2. Loosen HO nut.
3. Open door several degrees before HO position.
4. Tighten nut.

INSTALL COVER:

1. Slip cover over closer until flush with door
face.

2. Wide Cover - Orient cover so cutout is at
top of closer body. Secure to closer
with screw on each end.
Narrow Cover - Cover will snap into slots
on closer body. Install dust cap over
bottom closer pinion.
